The movie industry has the Oscars, music has the Grammys, and
books have the Newberry. Or the Caldecott. Or the Pulitzer.
Actually, literature awards are quite numerous. And, depending on
different reading tastes, there are “top prizes” for all types of litera-
ture.

The Lavenia McCoy Public Library is celebrating the new year by
featuring some of these award-winning titles.

But where do these awards come from? Here are the origins of
some of the most famous literary awards:

Pulitzer Prize

John Steinbeck, Alice Walker, and Rodgers and Hammerstein have
all been recipients of this award. Each year, the Pulitzer is

awarded in 21 different categories for journalistic, musical, and liter-
ary achievements.

National Book Award

Nelson Algren’s The Man With The Golden Arm was the first title to
receive the National Book Award (for fiction) in 1950. Since then,
publishers, editors, writers and critics have selected a national win-
ner for fiction, non-fiction, young people’s literature and poetry each
year. The governing body of the National Book Award tried to ex-
pand the number of winners in the 1980’s, but the group quickly de-
cided having fewer winners gave more weight to the awards.
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Caldecott Medal

In the mid-1800’s, a man
named Randolph left his bank
job to become an illustrator,
something he had enjoyed
doing in his spare time for
years. Randolph never really
cared for the unpleasant pic-
tures in children’s books, so he
used different techniques to
create more lively and engag-
ing images. It was this dedica-
tion to illustration that led the
American Library Association
to create the Caldecott Medal,
paying homage to Randolph
Caldecott’s career.

The library has many award-
winning titles available for check-
out- stop by the library today for
all of our award-winners.

Library showcases technology

It was a zoo at the Lavenia McCoy Public Library in early Decem-
ber, as dozens of patrons took a variety of technology gadgets for a
test drive.

Technology Petting Zoo organizer, Elizabeth von Tauffkirchen said
the event gave people the chance to try out new gadgets before
buying them for the holidays. “We had several eReaders, a
TomTom GPS unit, mp3 players, and other pieces of technology for
people to try. It was nice to let everyone try out the devices, espe-
cially our collection of eReaders.”

After the event, the library started offering the new devices for
checkout. “We’ve recently added a lot of new devices, and we even
have laptops that checkout,” says von Tauffkirchen.

The library offers mp3 players, Sony eReaders, Nooks, a Kobo,
laptops, a ViewSonic projector, Flash video cameras, and more. But
the staff at the library has experience with other devices. According
to von Tauffkirchen, staff members have tried out the Apple iPad
and the Amazon Kindle. “Our staff is constantly trying to stay cur-
rent with new technology.

all the free digital material that we have available.” In partnership
with Overdrive Media, the library offers titles that can be download-
ed anywhere, anytime.

The library will continue to offer Technology Petting Zoos. On
January 13, 2012, the library will offer a “How-To-Zoo.”

“We hope everyone that got a new device over the holidays will
bring them in and find out how they work with the library’s digital
media collection,” says von Tauffkirchen. The January event will
also give patrons a chance to take a look at some of the library’s
technology gadgets.

Throughout 2011, the Friends of the Pine River
Public Library continued their support of programs,
activities and events for Bayfield and the surround-
ing communities.

We hit the ground running at the beginning of 2011,
by playing an instrumental role in the McCoy Coun-
try Fair, an event honoring the library’s namesake,
Lavenia McCoy. Soon after that event, the Friends
planned a party for the many volunteers that give
up so much of their time to help the library.

In the summer of 2011, the Friends donated a
Nook Color eReader for the library’s first-ever Adult
Summer Reading Program. The event was tremen-
dously popular, with over 150 local adults partici-
pating and over 650 books read.

At the end of the summer, the Friends supported
the popular Babysitter Training program by donat-
ing Babysitter Bags for all participants. Each per-
son received a bag full of crayons, paper, toys,
books and more for their upcoming babysitting po-
sitions.

In October, the Friends helped with the local Octo-
berfeast, a yearly fundraiser for the Pine River
Community Learning Center. We were able to de-
liver dozens of free books to many local residents.
Aside from assisting with programs and events, the
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Friends participated in the recruitment and selec-
tion of the new Assistant Director (making an out-
standing choice) and serving on the library’s Devel-
opment Committee and Library Facilities Task
Force. Friends are also active participants at Li-
brary Board meetings.

The library is using newer models to organize the
collection, which may take a little getting used to.
But, in the end, the switch has been beneficial for
other libraries, as they look to make the browsing
experience a better one.

The biggest change in the library right now is the
migration of the non-fiction DVD’s into the
“regular” non-fiction collection. This means that
the DVD about a particular subject will be located
near the books of that same topic.

Assistant Director, Amron Gravett, says the move
will allow patrons to find the information they need
in a variety of formats. “Having non-fiction books
and movies together will make our library easier to
browse. This move brings together all of the infor-
mation about a topic together in one place.”

So, if you are looking for Disney’s Earth, Man ver-
sus Wild, or Freakonomics, you will now find those
DVDs in with the books. And this isn’t the last of
the changes in the library, with an expansion pro-
ject in the planning stages.

Gravett says patrons can always ask for help.
“There will be more changes to come, but our staff
remains just as willing to help as they've always

been. So if you can’t find something, please let us
know!”
